	民國110年底農耕土地面積1,184.34公頃，較上年底減少3.18公頃或減少0.27%。今年農耕土地面積皆為耕作地，無長期休閒地(如圖7、表4—1)。

	1.稻米：110年水稻收穫面積1,756.82公頃，較上年減少33.05公頃或減少1.85%；每公頃平均產量5.94公噸，較上年增加0.07公噸或增加1.22%(如圖8、表4—2)。
